About Arbor Day

Arbor Day is a holiday that recognizes the importance of trees and encourages people to plant and protect them. Arbor Day originated in Nebraska during the 1800’s all thanks to J. Sterling Morton, his wife Caroline Joy French, and their love for trees. When arriving in the newly formed Nebraska territory in 1854, Morton aspired to encourage tree planting to improve the environment and beautify the landscape to attract people to the area. His idea to assign a day in April dedicated for planting and calling attention to trees became the first Arbor Day, when it is said that Nebraskans planted one million trees. Today, Arbor Day is recognized and celebrated in some way worldwide. The typical date it is observed is on the last day of Friday in April. But it varies for different regions depending on the climate and suitable planting season. Here at the City of Hamilton, we typically celebrate Arbor Day at a local school. Last year, we celebrated at St. Joseph where the children participated in Arbor Day activities to teach them about the importance of trees. The children also partook in helping to plant an Eastern Redbud (Cercis Canadensis) in the court yard at their school.

About Spring Tree Plantings 

Every spring typically in May, the City of Hamilton plants around 100 new trees in City parks and the public right-of-ways (the green space between the sidewalk and curb). The planting locations are chosen randomly and a tree is hand selected for each location to insure that the tree will have the adequate space to grow and it will not interfere with the surrounding infrastructure (i.e. buildings, sidewalks, utilities). Before the planting begins, letters will be sent out to each home where a tree will be planted to notify the owner. Then, underground utilities will be marked with paint as well as a white dot as to where the new tree will be planted. Once a new tree is planted, a tree gator bag will be placed around the base of the tree. For the next two years, the City will fill these bags with water because newly planted trees require more frequent watering than older, well-established trees. Spotted Lanternfly

The Spotted Lanternfly (Lycorma delicatula) is a plant hopper native to China, India, and Vietnam. It was first detected in Pennsylvania in September 2014. Here, the Spotted Lanternfly is an invasive species which means it is a non-native that has the ability to spread to a point in which it can harm the environment, the economy, or even human health. It feeds on a wide range of fruit, ornamental and woody trees, with tree-of-heaven being one of the preferred hosts. With this being said, this insect has the potential to greatly impact agricultural crops such as grapes, hops, and hardwoods.
